- Bike around the city: Near the campus, bikes can be rented for $7/day or $21/ week at Budget 
Bicycle Center, 8 N. Charter St., (608) 251-8413. Open every day. Closer to the downtown, the 
Williamson Bicycle Works is located at 601 Williamson St., (608) 255-5292. They're on the bike 
path that goes around Lake Monona and are open every day also with rentals at $10/day or 
$50/week. In addition to the 15-mile path around the lake, there are many bike trails in the city. 
Ask for a map wherever you rent.

- Canoeing: Thirty canoes are available for rent at the boathouse, (608) 262-7351, near the Memorial 

Union. The rental office is open from 11 AM to sunset daily. Cost is $7.15 per hour, per boat, with a 
minimum charge of one hour and a maximum charge of three hours. Time over three hours is free. 
Canoes hold up to three adults. Bring your conference registration receipt or your nametag for 
identification.
